Compost Site
The Compost site will be opened in late
April. Watch for the exact date.

Strossertown Bridge
The Supervisors will be applying to the
county for funds for this bridge. The Federal
grant ok’ed in August of 2005 has become
too expensive for the township and will be
refused. Like much of the aid promised to
Gulf States affected by Katrina, this grant
promised much but delivered little.

A financial complication with the processis
that additional engineering costs required by
the federal grant and the state’'s PENNDot
has left a $15,000.00 bill not covered by any
grants. The township must pay this out of its
own funds. The Supervisors authorized an
initial payment to Benesch of $2,000.00 this
month and monthly payments of $1,000.00
until the balance is paid.

Penguins Stadium

Supervisor Purcell made a motion to write a
letter to PSATS in protest to the Governor’s
plan to support a new stadium for the Pitts-
burgh Hockey team. Rendell’ s plan calls for
the payment of $7.5 million dollars over the
next thirty years toward the cost of the sta-
dium. The money will come from slot ma-
chine revenues that were intended for prop-
erty tax reduction, which the Governor claims
are not tax payer dollars.

The PSATS route was chosen because no
one in government, including our legidators
voiced any concern over the Stadium support.
The Supervisors association has alega de-
partment which may be able to raise ques-
tions concerning the legality of thislargess.

Memorial Day Celebration?
So far there has been no mention of planning
for the township’s annual Memorial Day
Celebration. It would be a shame if despite all
the clamor to “ Support the Troops® this an-
nual salute to our veterans would fall by the
wayside. For years the event was put on by
our WW?2 veterans. Most of these have
passed away. There isaneed for the younger
generations to step up to the task.

Silverton Road

The Supervisors received a complaint con-
cerning the condition of the Silverton Road
from the Area Agency on Aging. The Meals
on Wheels program was unabl e to deliver
mealsto aclient due to the road condition.
The Supervisors contacted the Coal Company
who then graded and re-stoned the road.

Insurance Provider Inventory
A representative of H.A. Thompson, the
township’sinsurance provider, conducted an
inventory of vehicles, buildings and equip-
ment to be covered by the insurance palicy.

Deinquent Tax list
The 2006 delinquent tax listing was re-
ceived and reviewed by the Supervisors. The
list will be posted at the township building.

Snow Emergency Resolution

The Solicitor presented a resol ution con-
cerning a snow emergency declared by the
county. The Supervisors adopted the resolu-
tionin order to claim some potential funding
under the County’ s disaster declaration.

There was also a claim made for funding
made available for flooding in November.

Mark’sJunk Yard
There has been no response to the Solicitor’s
letter to Madonna Enterprises concerning the
clean-up of the junk yard. Possible further
legal stepsto be taken will be examined to
expedite the clean-up of this eye sore.

West End Sewerage

Nothing has been heard from DEP’ s Mr.
Patel concerning Steins Mill. Reilly township
has not taken any action .

The Branch-Cass Authority has not outlined
any course of action for this area because the
decisions of Reilly Township will affect any
program designed by the BCRSA.



Sewage Authority News

Doli Claim
Solicitor Rattigan reported that the Doli claim is ready for ar-
bitration. The Authority has been withholding amounts due
Dali for failure to comply with the original contract.

Citizen Questions

A resident questioned the need for payment of monthly fees
when there is no one in the home. It was explained that this
home was provided with a grinder pump as part of the hook-up.
After agrace period the monthly service fees must be paid as
part of the agreement. Failure to do so will call for removal of
the grinder pump. The home owner will then be responsible for
full payment of a grinder pump when the home becomes occu-
pied again.

Failureto Connect
There are till about 19 residents not connected to the system.
For the most part these people are paying the monthly billings
but are in violation of the sewage ordinances. Enforce of the
provision of these ordinances will begin to ensure compliance.

BCRSA personnel Jackets
Sewage personnel will be issued jackets identifying them as
authorized workers with the Authority.

Delinquencies Continue
Billing delinquencies are till running at about 5%. This con-
tributes to the monthly short fall between revenues and ex-
penses which runs at $20,000.00.
