   Compost Site 
  The hours of operation for the compost site 
will change to Monday thru Thursdays from 
3 PM to 5 PM effective immediately. Satur-
day will remain the same-9AM to 1PM. Any-
one needing access at other times can call the 
township office for other arrangements. 
 
    Let it Snow 
 The road salt for this year has been received 
and ready for use, 
 
      Tax Anticipation Loan 
 The supervisors have approved the annual 
application for a tax anticipation loan of 
$40,000.00. The Miners Bank will supply the 
loan which will be drawn against as need to 
pay bills in 2009. 
 
   School Playground Slide 
 The slide at the Llewellyn Playground has a 
crack which makes it dangerous for the kids 
to use. The cost to replace it is about 
$1,300.00 plus installation. As this play-
ground is generally used by children attend-
ing the Llewellyn School, the supervisors will 
be asking the Minersville School Board to 
pay at least half the cost. The township will 
do the installation of a new slide. 
 
    Auditor Position 
 Jean Dronick, a township auditor for over 28 
years submitted her resignation to the super-
visors effective December 31st. As her term 
of office has not expired the supervisors will 
appoint an auditor to fill the remainder of her 
term of office. Anyone interested in applying 
for the position should contact one of the Su-
pervisors. 
 
     Liquid Fuels Audit 
  The state conducted an audit of the use of 
Liquid fuels for the years 2006 & 2007. No 
discrepancies were found during the audit.  
 
    Tree Harvest 
 The supervisors will be looking into the pos-
sibility of earning some additional revenues 
by having someone come in and harvest some 
of the older trees on township property. This 

would be a safety measure as well as fund 
raiser.  
 
   New Ordinances 
  The Solicitor is looking into crafting two 
new ordinances. The first would regulate out 
door furnaces, the second calling for inspec-
tion of all rental properties in the township. 
The outdoor furnace ordinance would regu-
late what could be used as fuel, control of 
noxious fumes, and size of furnaces.  Inspec-
tion of rental properties would assure that 
they are up to code and fit for habitation. 
 
           Local services Tax 
  At a special meeting on November 26th the 
Supervisors enacted the local services tax 
ordinance.  Every employer in the township 
will have to withhold one dollar per week 
from each employee working within the 
township.  Those employees who also work 
outside the township can file for an exemp-
tion. Provision are made in the ordinance for 
those earning $12,000.00 or less to claim a 
refund. The Ordinance goes into effect 1-1-
2009.  
     
     2009 Budget, no tax increase 
 At the same special meeting, the supervisors 
accepted the proposed 2009 Budget. A sum-
mary of that document is on the following 
page. Anyone wishing to inspect the com-
plete budget can do so at the township office 
during normal business hours. Absent any 
changes or corrections, the budget will be 
passed at the December meeting. 
 
   Sub-divisions Accepted 
  The Supervisors accepted the Kory and 
Blaschak sub-division plans as presented.

                  Payment Plans 
  Payment plans are offered to people who have fallen behind 
and wish to bring their accounts current. Some people use 
them to avoid water shut off. Shut offs of water supplies are 
used to prompt payment. Law doesn’t allow that to happen 
during the winter and some have used this to stop paying of 
payment plans. 
  The Authority will order shut offs to begin in the spring for 
those payment plans not current. To stop the shut off, full 
payment of the amount due including interest and penalties 
must be made. There are currently 18 payments in effect. 
The word is, don’t play games, continue your payments! 
   Delinquencies are down slightly from last months 
$64,062.46. One customer is being investigated for theft of 
services.  Four liens have been filed. 
   
              Plant Operations 
  Treatment plant continues to meet all parameters. The plant 
treated an average of 166,000 gpd with a high of 289,000 
gpd and a low of 129,000 gpd. There was one grinder pump 
call during October.
