Grinder Pumps

In the early days of planning the sewage system HR&, th
Branch engineers, recommended the use of Grinder Pumps.
At several meeting of the Authority people who knew som
thing about sewage systems questioned the use of pumps.
HRG prevailed and further recommended that the pumps be
installed at the expense of the Authority, not the pitgpe
owners. They further recommended any subsequent owners
of property with the pumps be fully responsible for the main-
tenance and replacement of the grinder pumps. This recom-
mendation was incorporated into the Rates, Rules agd-Re
